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Editorial Comments
Section B. Definition and Use of Important of Terms, Page 2; Hydrogeologic Zones, Use:  
The figure number is missing.

Section C.2 Screening Values and Points of Application Page 8, 1st paragraph, 3rd row
‘Near-source soil gas screening is also applicable to a preferential pathway when if it doesn’t penetrate the building foundation”. Suggest replacing highlighted text with ‘even if’.

Section E, Use of Proximity Distances
Proximity distances are illustrated in Figure 3.  The reference to Figure 5 at the end of the first sentence in Section E is therefore incorrect and should be changed to Figure 3. 

Figure 3, Page 15
Figure 3 illustrates a vertical proximity distance. According to the Use section in the definition of Proximity Distances, vertical proximity distances apply only to petroleum substances and related hydrocarbons and petroleum SPL.  Suggest adding an explanation to Figure 3 to clarify this.
 
Section F.2, Soil and Groundwater Screening Methods, Page 17
The first sentence states that screening values for soil and groundwater may be used provided that no preferential pathways exist and that there is no SPL within the horizontal proximity distance [emphasis added]. Suggest revising this sentence to include the two different vertical proximity distances that apply to petroleum substances and related hydrocarbons, and petroleum SPL, e.g.:
……..that no preferential pathway is present and there is no SPL within the approximate horizontal proximity distances and that vertical proximity distances (petroleum SPL, petroleum substances and related hydrocarbons only) are also maintained.

Section F.2, Soil and Groundwater Screening Methods, Pages 17-18; and Table 6, Page 54
Discrepancy between text and table:  The text section states that “Important conditions for screening are listed in Table 6. Among these are that groundwater must be sampled at the water table….).  The provision to sample at the water table is not included in Table 6.


Technical Comments
Section F.1, Soil and Groundwater Screening Values, Page 17
The second paragraph in this section defines the groundwater VI screening values (SV GW) for depths of less than five feet below foundation level and for depths greater than five feet below foundation level. 
Please clarify whether the residential or non-residential groundwater MSCs from Chapter 250 should be applied for screening when evaluation VI for the Converted Residential Category.
Section K  Evaluating VI Pathway under the Site-Specific Standard
Subsection K.1.  Overview
In accordance with the statement in the Introduction (page 1, 2nd paragraph), an evaluation under the site-specific standard is also required if volatile inorganic substances (e.g., mercury and cyanide) are present (unless addressed through mitigation).

Suggest adding a third bullet to clarify.

Table 7, Page 55
Under the Vapor Intrusion Screening Conditions for Soil Attainment, the second bullet should be amended to clarify that the 75%/10x rule applies to on-site (on property) locations and that the 75%/2x rule applies to locations beyond the property boundary, as specified in Section G.3 (Page 22).
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
